Tualatin Hills Dive Club hosted the USA Diving, Region 10
meet on March 6th and 7*. Daniel Helm, Oak Hills, led his team
to a 2nd place finish, right behind a very strong Stanford team.

Daniel had an exceptional meet, breaking an 11 year old state
record in the 3 meter board event. Currently a senior at Westview
and headed to LSU in the fall on a diving scholarship, Daniel
achieved an amazing 622.10 points.

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GROWING

ORGANICALLY

Is this the year you will try a vegetable garden? Nothing tastes as
good as lettuce from your own patch. It is astounding how much
more flavor there is in this common vegetable when grown in
our gardens. There are so many varieties available to grow from
seed, so many jewel-like colors. Forget about common Iceberg
and try Romaine, Oak Leaf, Butterhead or Bibb. They are tasty
and beautiful. Butterhead looks like a giant rose, especially the
red varieties. If you really love the crunch of Iceberg, grow itin a
container where the slugs cannot reach it so easily. In fact, con-
tainers are ideal for any type of lettuce, which are lovely grown
in pots. Choose a pot big enough so that it won’t dry out too
soon as lettuce demands continuous moisture. A diameter of 16
inches at least is best. Use plenty of compost and water with half
strength fish fertilizer every two weeks.

It is not necessary to harvest the whole head of looseleaf lettuces
at once. Snipping a few outer leaves from each of several plants
provides enough for a salad for two. If given afternoon shade in
summer, the lettuce plants will continue to produce for two or
more months. When its sap turns milky, the plant is ready for
the compost pile.

Raised beds help soil to drain and allows earlier planting. Lots of
compost worked into the soil aids drainage and also retains the
right amount of moisture for most plants. The microorganisms
in compost help the plants to absorb nutrients more efficiently,
reducing the likelihood of diseases or pests bothering your plants.
Robustly healthy plants are much less likely to be attacked. Apply
half strength fish fertilizer when plants are several inches high,
then twice a month gives them a boost.

Other spring veggies include spinach, broccoli, cabbage, Brussells
sprouts and carrots. Notoriously slow at sprouting, carrot seeds
need to be barely covered by soil. Try covering loosely with a
single sheet of newspaper held down by rocks on the edges to
keep the seed moist. Check every day and remove the paper as
soon as leaves appear.

Warm weather crops like tomatoes must wait until after Mother’s

Day for planting.

If planting vegetable seeds feels daunting, try buying veggie starts
at your favorite nursery. Many now offer organic veggie starts.
Plant with plenty of compost and water well. Then stand back and
watch your garden grow!

The Green Scene

I recently watched a video about a group of reporters who went on
avoyage to document the “island” of plastic floating in the Pacific
Ocean. Iexpected to see a huge mass of floating plastic, but what
they mostly found were tons of broken down plastic pieces floating
everywhere in the ocean that are just more concentrated in certain
areas. It’s partially because there isn’t one huge connected island
floating together that makes it difficult to clean up.

In some of the samples of ocean water collected, they found 60
times as much plastic as they did ocean organisms. They found
plastic bags, bottle caps, toothbrushes, tarps, pre-production
pellets used to make all of the plastic products we use, and much
more. While the entire video was eye-opening, there was one key
thing that the scientist on the boat pointed out that really made
me aware of how inattentive to our consumption we’ve become.

Think about when you go to buy a Subway sandwich. After your
sandwich is made, it’s rolled in paper and then placed in a plastic
bag, regardless of whether you’re eating there or taking your
sandwich to go. If you're eating there, you walk to your table
and remove the sandwich from the bag about 30 seconds after
the sandwich was put in it, and subsequently throw it away. This
plastic bag required energy to produce, was made from non-
renewable resources and will add to the landfill. This example, not
intended in any way to single out Subway, motivated me to do
some research and think about how we can reduce our consump-
tion of plastic because even if it is recyclable, it ends up in places we
don’t intend such as the stomachs of seabirds and other animals.

We can reduce plastic bag usage by bringing our own reusable
bags to the grocery store, by using reusable produce bags, and
by simply thinking about whether we really need the items we
purchase (such as a sandwich) in a bag before we accept it. We can
also reduce plastic consumption by using our own refillable water
bottles instead of purchasing single-use plastic water bottles and
by buying products with as little plastic packagingas possible. For
example, we can choose to buy strawberries from the farmers mar-
ket in a cardboard container rather than in a plastic container at
the grocery store. We can use reusable storage containers instead
of disposable sandwich and storage bags, bring our own containers
for leftovers to restaurants, bring our own silverware to places that
use only plastic silverware, and simply try to be more cognizant
of how much plastic we are consuming unnecessarily.
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DINING OUT IN
SARAJEVO

I have been pleasantly surprised by the
restaurants here. We had been led to
believe that there was not much to recommend about the food
here in Sarajevo, Bosnia. But we've been very pleasantly surprised.
There are no chain restaurants, and you will never be served some-
thing that has been pre-packaged, frozen or dehydrated. Whether
the restaurant is small or large, top end or local take-out, the food
is prepared in their own kitchen. That's a plus right from the start.

The smaller, neighborhood restaurants rely on staples that would
be familiar in any American restaurant — pizza, pasta, and sand-
wiches. I haven’t been able to translate all the pizza toppings, but I
can recognize mushroom, vegetarian, and 4 Cheese toppings. The
local specialties are cevappi, a small thumb shaped “meatball”, and
served with pitabread. Anotheris burek; this is hard to describe.
It’s similar to stuffed crust, but with the filled crust coiled into
a disk. There are cheese, spinach or meat fillings. Cevappi and
burek are both very tasty — but not for those on low cholesterol
or low salt diets.

Speaking of cholesterol and salt, I miss bacon. Not that I had it
often, but I liked to use just a bit to flavor some of my favorite
home made soups. Muslims don't eat pork, so I have never seen
bacon or any kind of pork in a grocery store or on a menu. They
smoke beef, though, and use it as a substitute for bacon. I have
had it served with polenta and it will serve, but it's not bacon.

The better restaurants will offer fish and calamari in addition to
chicken and veal. The fish is always very fresh and served grilled.
In one restaurant, there was a tank of live fish and you could pick
one from the tank. In another, the waiter brought a large platter
with a selection of fish that were fresh that day for our inspection.
This same restaurant is on a steep hill and the tables at the windows
offer a wonderful view of the lights of Sarajevo. The chicken and
veal is most often pounded very thin and sautéed quickly. Meals
are usually accompanied by sautéed vegetables. They do a wonder-
ful job with spinach and it is used often in the better restaurants.
This is not adventurous food; you can recognize everything on
your plate. But in the hands of a good cook, it can be very good.

The other day we met another couple for dinner at the Sarajevo
Brewery. We chose it because of its history and beautiful interior.
The menu turned out — not too surprisingly in retrospect — to be
what might be called a higher level of “bar food’. It wasn’t burgers
and pizza, but every entrée was accompanied by French fries (in
Sarajevo, they use the French term, pomme frites). I decided to
try the veal shank. Our jaws dropped when the plates arrived. I
was served the entire thigh bone — a good ten inches long. The
2” diameter bone was scraped bare at the lower six inches or so
and covered with the shank meat at the other. It was enormous;

"Oak Hills is one of the nicer neighborhoods of Beaverton, Port-
land’s largest suburb with the state’s third-largest school district.
The Oak Hills development, well-known locally for its active ho-
meowners association, has single-family homes and town houses
on larger-than-average lots and includes a clubhouse, swimming
pool, and recreation center. It is a pedestrian-friendly area and
is close to the freeway and shopping centers. Homes here have
become an even better value during the recession: The average
home value in the area dropped about 15% to 20% in 2009 and
has stabilized, according to a local realtor”

it looked like a meal for Fred Flintstone! It turned out to be deli-
cious. The meat was very tender and flavorful. I just wish I had
brought my camera — I've never seen a plateful like this.

We’ve also been to a fantastic restaurant called Morocco (Maroko)
that served a variety of Middle Eastern food. Appetizers included
hummus and goat cheese and were served with the best pita bread
I’ve ever eaten. They had a pita bread chef who did nothing all
night but tend to the brick oven where the pita bread was baked.
Many of the entrees were spiced with things like cinnamon and
prepared with honey, dried fruits and nuts. Unlike most restau-
rants here, they listed vegetarian dishes. I can’t wait to go back;
there were several entrees that I would like to try.

To all Oak Hills Homeowners,
Do you want to allow a McMansion into Oak Hills?

We want to bring your attention to a matter that is up for approval by
our Board in Oak Hills. There is a resident on Bonneville Loop who is
pursuing a massive addition onto his home, desiring to add a 3rd story
onto his existing 2-story structure. This home is situated on our beauti-
ful Greenbelt and, if built as desired, will loom over the walking path,
as well as the neighboring houses on all 3 sides (including the houses
with which he shares the Greenbelt space).

There are many of us who have chosen to live in our Oak Hills because
of the modest, community-strong nature of the neighborhood. Oak
Hills was built to a plan that would create harmony and consistency
between the homes in the neighborhood. Our CC&R’s have been writ-
ten and upheld to preserve this very nature of Oak Hills. Specifically,
our CC&R’s state that the board may disapprove any plans that “in the
judgment of the Association, would render the proposed structure
inharmonious with the general plan of improvement of said property
or with the structures erected on other building sites in the immediate
vicinity of the building site...”.

The plans proposed by the homeowner would create the first true 3-story
dwelling in Oak Hills. The few homes in Oak Hills that have a 3rd level have
it in what is considered a converted attic and are harmonious with the
roof lines of the neighboring homes.

This house is a 4,300 sq. foot house at the moment, and the proposed 3rd
story would exceed 1,000+ sf in size and bring the total size of the home
to well over 5,300 sf. [A home of that size] will bring an inharmonious
atmosphere to the neighborhood and adjacent Greenbelt path.

Currently, the board is undecided on the future of this possibility. We are
very concerned that this will set an unwanted, yet permanent precedence

in our neighborhood.
