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BETHANY BOULEVARD Focus Group

The primary topic of Focus Group #5, held November 4 
was a presentation by Michael Minor, President of a traffic 
noise consulting firm. Mr. Minor has over 20 years of experience 
doing traffic noise studies. He reported that he had undertaken 
a series of measurements along the Bethany Blvd improvement 
area. The measurements included traffic counts, video of traffic 
flow, counts of truck vs. car traffic, topographical maps, a radar 
gun to measure speeds and noise monitors. The measurements 
were taken at eight different sites along the road. He stated that 
noise levels varied from 57 – 73 decibels with noise abatement 
measures typically considered when noise levels measured 67 
decibels or above. Under the present circumstances, he indicated 
that he would recommend noise abatement, likely in the form of 
sound walls, should be included. He cautioned that noise abate-
ment was automatically considered by Washington County for 
five lane projects but not for three lane projects. 

There was additional discussion of height of sound walls, the ef-
fectiveness for the closest properties versus homes farther from the 
road, materials used for sound walls, etc. Project manager, Matt 
Costigan indicated that there was money included in the project’s 
$14.3 million to cover the cost of constructing sound walls. 
Wayne Bauer, of WH Pacific consultants, presented a matrix. 
attempting to quantify the pros and cons of the five different 

designs prepared for the Bethany Boulevard improvement. Dur-
ing his presentation, he noted that one home, on Barkton Court 
(editor’s note: later identified as 15705 NW Barkton, in Oak 
Hills) would have to be demolished due to the five-lane impact. 

During the public comment period, several members of the au-
dience spoke about the severe impacts to affected homes along 
Bethany Boulevard if it is widened to five lanes. They noted 
not only the increased noise as a result of the project, but spoke 
about the loss of property value due to the proximity to a future 
five-lane road. One speaker noted that the Barkton home was 
in a cul-de-sac and would result in changing a desirable family 
location into a vacant lot. 

An additional question had to do with whether the Focus Group 
members would be asked to vote for their preferred alternative 
for the Bethany Boulevard improvement project at the December 
Focus Group. Leslie Howell, meeting facilitator, at first indicated 
they would not be asked for a vote since the Focus Group was 
advisory only. However, after disagreement from some group 
members, she indicated that a vote could be considered.

The next Focus Group meeting will be Thursday, December 2, 
from 5 – 7 pm at Sunset Presbyterian Church, Cornell Road, 
across from Oak Hills. Only appointed Focus Group members 
can participate during the presentations, but there is a public 
comment period during the last 15 – 20 minutes. The Focus 
Group meetings have been moved to a larger room in the church 
building and there is plenty of seating available. 

This will be the final Focus Group meeting before the project is 
referred to the Washington County Board of Commissioners for 
review. The review has now been scheduled for February 2011.

BETHANY BOULEVARD – 
WHAT’S NEXT?

The Bethany Boulevard Project Focus Group #6 will take 
place this Thursday, December 2 from 5 – 7 at Sunset Pres-
byterian Church on Cornell Road. It will be the last meet-
ing of the Focus Group before the project is referred to the 
Washington County Commissioners for review in February.

It had been previously announced that the results of the 
Focus Group meetings, including technical reports as well 
as member and public comment, would be forwarded to the 
Commissioners soon after the December 2 meeting. 

However, due to the recent election in November that will 
bring two new commissioners to the five-member board in 

January, as well as the concerns raised about discussing a 
controversial project with a considerable amount of public 
interest at a time so close to the Christmas holiday, the Com-
missioners will now get the report on February 22, according 
to Project Manager, Matt Costigan. 

Costigan also reported that the project management team is 
working to establish a date, time and location to add an Open 
House on the Bethany Boulevard project to get additional 
input into design options from the public. Results from the 
January Open House will be included in the information 
forwarded to commissioners in February. He also noted that 
a follow-up Focus Group meeting would be scheduled in 
March with details to be announced in the future. 

CITY BY CHOICE SURVEY

A City By Choice is a grassroots organization made up of neigh-
bors and business owners who live and work north of Hwy 26. 
They are focused on providing you with the information you de-
serve in order to make an educated choice for the future structure 
and shape of your community. The first step is to learn what you 
like and dislike about your current services and which services you 
feel are lacking in order to build a sustainable, livable community.

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HOLIDAY SHOW AT VILLAGE 
GALLERY OF ART 

December came so quickly! This is a busy time of year and 
most of our focus is indoors, but it is still nice to see the 
garden from the kitchen window and notice the Camellia 
sasanqua blossoms. This fall bloomer was late this year; it 
has started as early as mid October in other years but began 
in late November this fall. The hummingbirds welcome its 
nectar and dance all over the large and fragrant single flow-
ers. It will grace the garden with blooms for several weeks.

Hardy cyclamen bloom like a necklace at the front of the 
woodland garden and under the Colorado blue spruce. The 
tiny pink flowers of C. hederifolium with ivy-like leaves 
start in September and are still going strongly. Later C. coum 
with green edged silver leaves will bloom pink and white for 
several weeks. These bulbs require little care beyond planting 
shallowly with the top barely exposed in well-drained soil. 
Ants enjoy the outside of the seeds and move them about, 
so I find new plants germinating here and there with a leaf 
or two, making it easy to transplant or put in small pots to 
share with a friend.  

Hellebore niger, the Christmas rose, blooms in winter, often 
at the end of December. I planted two in the woodland gar-
den last year but they have disappeared mysteriously. Was it 
insects or slugs? Soil Ph? This plant can be finicky, so I have 
a new one growing in a pot on the deck where I can keep an 
eye on it and enjoy it’s white blooms.

Schizostylis coccinea, called crimson flag, blooms in autumn 
and even into winter when the weather is mild. Blossoms 
are watermelon red, light pink or white and make excellent 
cut flowers. The upright, slender sword-shaped leaves are 
evergreen and are unaffected by disease, insects or slugs. The 
plant seems happy in our front garden and blooms for weeks 
if the weather stays mild providing excellent cut flowers. 

The hardy fuchsias are bravely showing their last flowers 
before frost puts them to sleep for winter. Oddly, the golden 
leaved varieties, Fuchsia magellanica aurea and cultivar 
‘Golden Gate’, seem to be the hardiest. ‘David’ with green 
leaves is also faithfully hardy and will come back year after 
year.

At it’s meeting on November 18 the OHHA board made the decision 
to have their own board newsletter delivered in tandem with the 
Oak Hills Pioneer newsletter. They claimed that this action does not 
imply an endorsement of  the Pioneer and was made for ‘financial 
reasons’ alone. 

For at least the past few months several board members have been 
working in cooperation with the group behind the Pioneer to deliver 
both newsletters. As Oracle editor, I complained to board members 
about the cooperation and pointed out the tacit endorsement by the 
board for a competing business in the community. Board members 
agreed to stop the practice, but their family members, in some 
cases, continued to support the Pioneer by helping make deliveries. 
This follows the abrupt board decision last June to sever ties with 
the Oak Hills Oracle – ties that go back 37 years – and print and 
distribute their own board newsletter. The reasons they gave for 
the decision remain vague. Now they complain about the burdens 
of  writing and delivering the newsletter each month; burdens they 
should have considered before making a hasty decision. 

There has been a very close and cooperative relationship with 
several board members and the Pioneer group since they began 
the rival publication. Spouses of two board members, Linda Kitchin’s 
husband, Duncan, and Peter Rauch’s wife, Donna Root, are listed as 
contributors to the Pioneer. The financial support for the Pioneer is 
not known. However, if  at some future date the publication became 
profitable, those board members stand to gain.

As a small business owner, I do not mind competition. I believe in 
the free enterprise system. But each company should compete on 
equal footing with the same challenges. The Oracle employs four 
neighborhood teens to deliver the newsletter each month. It’s a 
great job for young teens, providing pocket money for kids too 
young to hold another job and teaching them responsibility and 
time management. The Pioneer relies on volunteers to deliver their 
publication each month to avoid the extra costs. Fair enough. But 
is it fair when those volunteers include OHHA board members and 
their family members? 

Now board members want us to believe that they are making a 
sound ‘financial decision’ by allying themselves with the Pioneer. I 
believe they are making official what has been the case all along. 
I expect my homeowners’ association – supported by the dues my 
husband and I pay each year – to take a neutral stance regarding 
competing companies in the community and not give their endorse-
ment to a rival based on family ties and personal friendships.

REPORT: OHHA BOARD MEETING, 
NOVEMBER 18, 2010

Fran Bates reported that a large group of homeowners bordering 
Bethany Boulevard were organizing to file suit against Washing-
ton County concerning right of way acquisition for Bethany Blvd.

Board members discussed the recent meeting on the designation 
of Oak Hills as a Historic District. It was not clear if this would 
be of any help in stopping the Bethany Blvd project.  

Norm Rose reported on the Focus Group meetings and noted 
the Dec. 2 Focus Group meeting and a January Open House to 
be announced later. He was particularly concerned about what 
happens to the annual dues that Oak Hills would be expecting 
from the property that could be demolished. 

Michelle Schnoor reported on behalf of Jim Erzen that the inte-
rior of the Rec Center would be cleaned and painted the week 
of December 6. The Rec Center would be closed for that week. 
Recycling bins delivered to rec center. A bid for staining and seal-

ing the concrete floor was received for  $8000. He is getting bids 
for upgrades to interior lighting which would  include permits 
and inspection. 

Buccholz reported there have been some repeat dog issues and 
he will contact the dog owner again. Fines have been levied, and 
could increase due to second incident. Diane Wood, CMI,  told 
him the fine notification process is more cumberson than other 
HOA's. 
Kitchin reported she has assembled a binder of acceptable exterior 
paint colors. These are samples of “accelerated” colors that will 
get speedy approval. Other colors will have to be painted on an 
outside wall and be approved. Other colors could be added to 
the "accelerated" list. 

At the November 3 board meeting, board members had decided 
to ask the Oracle and the Oak Hills Pioneer to each submit bids 
for carrying out the task of delivering the separate Board news-
letter to residents. President Kitchin announced that the matter

would be discussed during Executive Session. When the meeting 
was reconvened, she announced that the board had voted to have 
the Oak Hills Pioneer deliver the board newsletter. The same vol-
unteers who deliver the Pioneer will deliver the December board 
newsletter at the same time. Stating they had made the decision 
for ‘financial reasons’, Smith noted that the Pioneer had offered 
to make the deliveries for free while the Oracle’s bid would have 
been in addition to the printing costs already being incurred for 
the newsletter. Kitchin, Smith, Schnoor and Buccholz voted in 
favor; Rose was opposed.
