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LAST WEEK FOR LEAF SWEEPING

Clean Water Services will make their last leaf sweeping pass through Oak Hills the week of December 5. Leaves 
and grass clippings should be raked into the street by early Monday morning to insure they will be collected.

Leaves should be raked into piles near curbs. Leave enough room between the curb and leaf piles to allow for rain to reach drains. 
It is recommended that leaves be piled no higher than 3 feet. Piles should include leaves and pine needles only; branches can damage 
equipment and piles with woody debris will not be collected. Equipment needs at least 10’ of clearance so be sure to check that your 
street trees are pruned to allow equipment to get close to curbs. 

Clean Water Services will also sponsor two leaf collection days on Saturday, November 19 and December 3 at Aloha High School and 
at the Home Depot, NW 13700 Science Park Drive. They will also collect canned food for distribution to local food banks. Leaves 
should be bagged in paper or carried loose in bind, no plastic bags allowed. The leaf collections and food drive will be from 8 am to 
4 pm on both days at both locations.

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DON'T FALL FOR POSTAL SCAM

Larry, a mail carrier in Oak Hills, asked the Oracle to relay information about an Oak Hills resident who was caught up in a scam 
involving the US Mail. He hopes no one else will be deceived by this scam. The following information comes from a press release 
from the US Postal Service.  

“The Postal Inspection Service is warning postal customers to avoid a telemarketing scam targeting personal information such as birth 
dates and Social Security numbers.

Fraudsters masquerading as USPS employees are phoning residents and requesting birth dates and Social Security numbers as re-
quirements for package delivery. While the Postal Service may require proof of age to sign for certain items, it never asks for Social 
Security numbers.

The Postal Inspection Service says safeguarding personal information is crucial to financial wellbeing. Employees and customers should 
never provide Social Security numbers or birth dates over the phone if they didn’t initiate contact.

This particular scam originated in Yuma County, AZ, but customers nationwide are asked to contact their local Postmaster if a similar 
incident occurs.”

This is a good reminder that no matter who the caller claims to be, you should never give out information such as Social Security 
number, bank accounts, credit card numbers or birth dates - unless you have placed the call yourself.

Recent actions on the part of  the OHHA board have been very troubling. 
What began as a minor disagreement was allowed to escalate into a 
major confrontation. 

I have been videotaping all board meetings I have attended since Feb-
ruary. It began after a suggestion from the community policing unit of  
Washington County that videotaping meetings could be one way to avoid 
hostile behavior at meetings. Since that time the videos have remained 
only on my computer. I have not shared them, edited them, or used 
them in any way that could cause embarassment to board members 
or other homeowners. In spite of  causing no harm, board member Joe 
Welsh decided the board needed protection and drafted a videotaping 
agreement, then submitted it to the association's attorneys. Although I 
was the only one videotaping meetings, I was never consulted or asked 
for my input. Board members are not required to reach out to owners, 
but it would have been the neighborly approach. 

Rather than engaging in discussion or cooperation, the board chose 
increasingly punitive measures and confrontation. This is how a minor 
disagreement led to a hostile situation at the board meeting on Novem-
ber 3 resulting in the cancellation of  the meeting and the extreme step 
of  hiring a 'bouncer' and an attorney to be on hand for the November 
17 meeting. 

The video tapes in my possession have caused no harm to anyone and 
yet I have been treated like a dangerous criminal. 

It is also troubling that the board has chosen to spend at least several 
hundred dollars, and likely well over $1000 on attorney fees and private 
security. WIth average attorny fees at $250 - $275 per hour, the two 
page letter Kevin Harker sent on behalf  of  the board could have cost 
close to $500 alone. This is homeowners' money. A portion of  it is my 
own money. Money that is being used to intimidate and harass me. 

Most troubling of  all is that when I asked for an accounting of  how 
much had been spent on legal and other costs related to the video-
tape agreement, Linda Kitchin - taking the advice of  the attorney at the 
meeting - stated she was not obligated to answer homeowners' ques-
tions and declined to provde the answer. 

There is something terribly wrong here and it has nothing to do with 
video tape. The board has acted unreasonably, has over-reacted to the 
circumstances and has shown a preference for confrontation.
