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GROWING

ORGANICALLY
by Margie Lachman

Short days and cold, wet weather can make us long for spring. But
don’tdespair! In my woodland garden the Hellebore hybrids sent
up fat buds with frilly collars in January. Soon the flowers, which
are white with a pink picotee, will open and stay lovely for weeks.
Imagine in the middle of winter! But hellebores, perennials that
have large leathery evergreen leaves, laugh at the cold. Catalogues
are displaying many new blossom colors in this amazing plant.
have no doubt that our local nurseries can supply us with any of
them as very likely they were developed right here by our talented
hybridizers! So I will use the catalogues for inspiration, but I’ll
buy plants from Oregon nurseries to boost our economy. Think

globally but act locally.

On the shady north side of our garden Sarcoccoca confusa, or
sweet box, continues to open tiny but profuse white flowers
that resemble little ribbons. The flowers have opened as early as
Christmas and as late as mid-January. When the temperature is
mild, the fragrance of this shrub is wafted across the garden so
that when I open any door I can enjoy the scent. It is a wonderful
combination of honey and vanilla. A branch indoors is delight-
ful and the shrub does not resent giving up a few to perfume the
house. After blooming for six weeks or more, black berries appear
which are fertile and can sprout under the mother plant, giving
babies to transplant elsewhere or share with friends. The sweet-
box has beautiful small shiny dark evergreen leaves that are not
bothered by insects or diseases. It grows and blooms in full shade
and damp soil, making it one of the easiest plants in our garden.
Its winter fragrance alone makes it a favorite.

In a large container is a large shrub, Hamamelis x intermedia
‘Arnold Promise’ that blooms for weeks with narrow, ribbon-like
yellow flowers which are fragrant and profuse. This witch hazel
also has wonderful fall color when its leaves turn yellow, orange
and red. Flowering stems can be brought indoors to lend color and
fragrance to a room. Grown in rich, organic, well-drained soil, this
shrub gives year-round beauty to the garden with little trouble.
Insects and diseases are no problem, little pruning is needed to
maintain a pleasing shape and it grows happily in a large container
or in the garden in full sun or part shade.

Why are these winter blooming plants so fragrant? There are
fewer insects available to pollinate them, so they send out a strong
perfume to attract those pollinators that are active this time of
year. Tiny flowers are affected less by wind and weather. Aren’t
we lucky that we are blessed with such wonderful winter stars to
grace our gardens while we wait for spring to appear?
