capital improvement.

Buchholz asked if the purchase of a traffic-calming device was
still being considered as a capital improvement expense for this
year. Kitchin replied that the purchase was on hold until after the
Bethany Boulevard decision.

Kitchin reported that one possible decision the Washington
County commissioners could make would be to put off the
Bethany Boulevard project until the review of the county’s trans-
portation plan was finished later this year or early next year. She
reminded board members the commissioners would make their
decision on February 22 and urged attendance at the meeting.

Darla Castagno reported that the second informational meeting
onan historic district designation for Oak Hills was well attended.
She said she had the names of six of the people who platted the
Oak Hills neighborhood and will get them together to record
a video history. She noted that this history is usually gleaned
from old documents and newspapers, but they were fortunate to
have six living ‘historians’ Kitchin requested that Darla prepare

a questionnaire to poll the homeowners about their support for
creatingan historic district. Amy Barton would prepare a question
and answer piece to provide information to accompany the ques-
tionnaire. She said that if a majority of homeowners are against
havinga historic district, then the project couldn’t move forward.
Kitchin asked Castagno about costs of filing the application with
the state group. Castagno replied that the cost would likely be
between $10,000- $15000, but that she expected that all or most
of that amount would be raised at the home tour. She also said
she is willing to do one or more additional fundraisers if necessary
to raise the money for the application.

Dan Smith had questions about how the money would be dis-
bursed after the fundraiser and who would receive those funds.
He asked if the association would have input into the study.

After additional discussion the board decided that taking a vote
at the annual meeting on community support for forming an
historic district would get the best results and reach the largest
number of people. The Annual meeting is scheduled for May 10.

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NEIGHBORS
by Shirley and Fran Bates

Today we want to introduce you to a wonderful ‘family’: the steer-
ing committee members who made the 3not5 group possible. The
group of volunteers was formed to convince Washington County
Commissioners to choose a 3 lane and not a 5-lane option for
Bethany Boulevard. By now there has been a decision on the fate
of Bethany Boulevard, cither a decision on road size or a decision
to put off a decision. 3not5 was there to give testimony and be
on hand for the Commissioners’ decision as they have been for
every meeting, workshop, focus group, discussion, email, phone
call, flyer distribution and political gathering since the group
came about a year ago. It has been an interesting experience for
a bunch of both working and semi retired folks spending hours
researching, lobbying, gathering evidence, asking questions and
being a general pain in the rear for a county that thought that
running a 5 lane road down Bethany would routine. One com-
missioner told us to follow the process—we took her advice to
heart and participated in 90 separate meetings, collected over
1700 petitions against the 5-lane plan, and provided over 500
pages of testimony and documentation.

Oak Hills was well represented with Norm Rose leading the
charge. It was Norm who raised the first red flag in March 2010
about the county’s plan and then became the 3not5 liaison to the
Oak Hills Homeowners Association. Norm was the ‘Gutenberg’
behind the group, printing flyers, petitions, post cards, 30 dollar
bills and whatever else needed to be done to help get the word
out. He was also appointed to the project focus group and con-
tinually asked questions the county did not want to respond to.
Micki Sparr, the editor and owner of the Oak Hills Oracle has
been bird-dogging this issue for over 20 years. She attended more
meetings with the county than she can count, helped craft strategy,
wrote numerous press releases and sent dozens of letters to the
Board of Commissioners and just about anyone else that could
influence the decision. Gary and Betty Cooper have been mar-
ried 46 years and thought they would be spending more time with
grandchildren, but were involved from day one, and have walked
a few hundred extra miles distributing flyers, making countless
phone calls and writing letters explaining why the 5-lane option
is a bad one, and noting that losing their huge sequoia trees to
move commuters more quickly is especially painful. Ryan Hoxie
is a school district technical specialist and our technical wizard,
running the web site, streaming video, and helping the rest of us
figure out how to join the digital social media-driven age. We
sincerely hope that we will never have to worry about uploading
compressed PDF files to a web server again, but if we do, we know
Ryan’s phone number. PJ and Keith Blankenbaker are both
retired educators who moved here for the tranquility of the area
but have been working harder than they ever have before to save
their home. They have spent hours creating databases, and spent
additional hours contacting and convincing homeowners to join
them in fighting the county. They made use of incredible inge-

nuity to create visual displays. Their persistence, their creativity,
their guts, and their varieties of ice cream have moved this group
alongas we expanded our knowledge of transportation planning
and Metro traffic models. Shirley Bates is a retired educator who
organized volunteers, created delivery routes, made phone calls,
walked miles and edited everything Fran has mailed to the point
where she bought an extra box of red pens just for the effort. Fran
Bates has read everything the county has produced regarding
roads, got new glasses along the way, met with every commis-
sioner and many staffers about this project, even in some unlikely
places like the Banks-Vernonia Linear Trail. He has continually
supported the efforts to show the county this project is flawed in
both technical and human terms.

This fight involved hundreds of people from outside of Oak Hills
too. Chuck Murphy, another member of the 3not5 steering com-
mittee and focus group member, led the hundreds of Claremont
residents who attended focus groups and commissioner meetings
and wrote letters and emails. He is also the vice president of the
Claremont HOA. His leadership and community connections
were instrumental in sharing information in Claremont. Residents
there know that the county will cut down every one of their street
trees if the 5-lane plan isadopted. Suzanne Walker, from Telshire,
is a history and genealogy buff and was given a ‘bulldog collar’
early on in the process because of her dogged determination to
get answers from county staff, such as “what about the highway
26 overpass?” She became a Google Earth expert and can tell you
the location of every scrap of developable land north of highway
26. Julie Doll, from Skyview/Whitefox, is a senior engineer at
Intel and was the driver of all the steering committee meetings,
keepingus on task, assigningaction items, and, ever so eloquently,
summing up long winded discussions into simple phrases. She
handed out the ‘atta-boys, constantly reminding us that this was
aworthy cause and we were doing good work.

We had dozens of other supporters who delivered petitions,
wore buttons, made phone calls, wrote letters, attended and
participated in focus groups and commissioners meetings. Fast
Signs (owned by Andy Sisavic of Oak Hills) and Impact Signs
donated materials and produced terrific products to support
the cause. The Oak Hills Church gave us meeting space and an
unconditional welcome. Others organized car pools, directed
traffic at county meetings, and lobbied officials and influential
people at everylevel. There were retired civil engineers and lawyers
who donated time and expertise and dozens of people we never
knew who wrote letters and spoke up in a variety of forums about
this project. People contributed because they all care about the
community and are passionate about preserving what they hold
dear. This effort would not have been possible without this wide
community effort, no matter how small his or her individual role
was, everyone made a difference.

Micki Sparr, homeowner, became the focus of an angry outburst
by several board members after making a whispered remark to
another audience member. Kitchin threatened to eject Sparr
from the meeting if she continued to be disruptive. Sparr had
not directed any remarks to the board, but replied to the angry
questions asked by board members about the nature of the remark.

Jim Erzen, maintenance, reported the Kubota tractor needs new
tires at a cost of $2600. It will be covered by reserves. He reported
there had been a leak in the gym roof, which cost $350 to repair.
Some of the halogen lights in the playground area were burned
out and were replaced. He noted the tennis nets would need to
be replaced this year. He had also ordered the trees and shrubs for
the west side of the 153 entrance and would research whether
we need to continue spraying of pine trees at a cost $1300/year.

The board went into Executive Session to discuss a contract.

Resuming the meeting, Kitchin reported she had received a re-
quest from the Beaverton Resolution Center to enter into media-

tion with homeowner and Oracle owner Micki Sparr regarding
an ongoing disagreement concerning the board’s cooperative
agreement to share delivery duties of their newsletter with another
publication, the Pioneer.

The board comments that followed amounted to a verbal assault
on Sparr, including name-calling. Jim Erzen, stating that he agreed
to be quoted said Sparr was “insane”; Peter Rauch, also agreeing
to be quoted, said Sparr was the “worst person I've ever known.
Why anyone would sit in a room with you is beyond me.” An-
other board member described Sparr as “just not a nice person”.
Sparr was alone in defending herself and her business. She stated
her request to enter into mediation was to avoid the anger and
hostility that was now directed at her.

Smith, Schnoor and Kitchin later agreed they would be willing
to enter into mediation. Erzen and Rauch said they would not
be willing to participate. Buchholz said he would be willing to
participate in a two-part process in which the first part would
mediate a civil relationship. Sparr agreed to the suggestion, but
only if all board members agreed to participate in civil behavior
mediation. Erzen and Rauch were not willing to participate.

Meeting adjourned.

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GROWING

ORGANICALLY
by Margie Lachman

You would think with all the rain that falls from November to
April or May our water supply would be plentiful. But our popu-
lation is growing and so is the demand for water. We take it for
granted that turning on the tap will produce an unlimited flow.
For the present we still receive the pristine water from Bull Run
but that could change if we don’t learn to conserve this resource.
We need to become more conscious of our water usage to ensure
that there is enough in the future. We can start by looking at our
gardens.

Lawns are the thirstiest part of any landscape. It is possible to
reduce water needs for turf by utilizing mycorrhizae, a group of
funguses that attach themselves to roots of plants where they
establish a mutually beneficial relationship. The plants are able
to absorb more nutrients and water in the presence of the fungus,
which receives sugars from the plant’s roots. Less water and fertil-
izer are needed to keep the grass healthy even in the summer heat.
Reducing the size of the turfarea and utilizingless thirsty plants is
another option. Many shrubs, perennials, and ornamental grasses
are available that are drought resistant.

Local nurseries have a plethora of drought tolerant plants available
for us. They are happy to order a special plant you have seen in a
catalogue, magazine or on the Internet. Many of the hybridizers
who introduce new plants each year are right here in Oregon.
Visit your favorite nursery soon and ask for drought tolerant plant

options. You will be surprised at the wide variety from which to
choose. For me a trip to the nursery to look at new plants is like
eating potato chips.... can’t stop at just one!

Drip systems save water and work very well for beds of shrubs
and perennials, vegetable gardens and even for pots on decks.
Because I tend to underwater, I was not very successful with
growing vegetables from seed until I discovered the drip system.
The first one that I installed lasted for ten years and was reliable
and user friendly. The tubing had emitters about twelve inches
apart and I simply laid it on the ground and planted veggies on
both sides of the tube near the emitters. Because the soil surface
stays dry there are many fewer weeds to pull. When I first became
interested in growing perennials we had an automatic sprinkling
system installed. It was easy to customize the system to different
areas of the garden. My drip system in the veggie garden wasadded
as a station on the timer. The roses have special emitters that are
adjustable for the size of the bush. There is tubing with spray emit-
ters on the north side of the house for the fern garden. I installed
these specialized drip systems for the vegetable garden, the roses
and the ferns myself and it was not difficult. This has worked
well for me since 1991 and I really appreciate the convenience.
